The Office of Strategic Initiatives (OS1) is mandated by state law (RSA 78A:25) to estimate the
population of New Hampshire’s cities and towns annually. These estimates are used by private
industry, independent researchers, and public agencies for a wide variety of planning . and budgetary
purposes. Perhaps the most notable function of these estimates is their role in determining the
distribution of state funds to municipalities. As part of this effort, OSI is requesting your
cooperation in providing information to enhance the accuracy of the municipal estimates.

In effect, OSI is required to update the group quarters population as tabulated by the 2010 and 2020
censuses. In the past, you have provided the total number of persons residing in group quarters (GQ)
at your facility. Experience has shown that in some cases it is difficult to evaluate the comparability
of this single number to the decennial census tabulation. For this reason, OSI would like to collect
GQ population by building rather than a single total. For many of you, this is not an issue as only one
building is involved. The data should be based on the municipality in which the residing population’s
sleeping quarters are located.

Because the COVID-19 pandemic interfered with the normal schedules for colleges and
universities, we are requesting this year that those institutions provide a count of dormitory and
other college housing residents as of March 1, 2020, rather than April 1. Nursing homes and
other facilities should still report their populations as of July 1.

As you complete this survey, please note that it is important to list the community where the persons
living in your institution actually reside. This community may be different from the community name
in your facility’s mailing address. Your assistance with this survey is important. Failure to include
such populations could affect state funding to the community where your facility is located.

We are requesting that the survey be returned to our office no later than August 28, 2020.
